Module 14 Case Study
Alexis Theriot is a 24-year-old woman who is in the third trimester of her first pregnancy with a gestational age of 36+2 wks. She awoke this morning with a pounding headache and blurred vision, and reports a headache pain severity of 6 out of 10 that is getting worse. Her fiancé drives her to the emergency department, where her vitals are taken and a urine specimen is obtained. While in the emergency department, she reports feeling nauseous and thinks that she may vomit soon.
Vitals:
First blood pressure: 180/120
Repeat blood pressure: 176/112
Urine specimen appearance: cloudy

What is your best guess as to the patient’s diagnosis? Provide a strong rationale for your answer.

Name three other signs or symptoms that may also be present in this patient.

Explain the patient’s blood pressure readings. What is the pathological process behind this?

If a urinalysis is performed, what results would you expect to see, both normal and abnormal?

What can be done in a medical setting to resolve this condition?
